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ÅIn families living with type 2 diabetes, relatives have a 

significantly heightened risk of developing the disease.

ÅIn many families, both the person with type 2 diabetes 

and his/her relatives lack detailed knowledge about this 

risk. 

ÅAn obstacle to constructive intra-familial prevention and 

risk reduction is the lack of perceived familial disease 

relevance. 

ÅThe objective of this study is to explore barriers to 

prevention in families with at least one adult with type 2 

diabetes.
